VIII.  SCHOLARSHIPS AND ENDOWMENTS

SCHOLARSHIP TO STUDENTS

Students belonging to BC, MBC, DNC, and PK classes are granted scholarships by the District Backward Class and Minorities Welfare Officer, Madurai under the following conditions:

1. The parental income should not exceed Rs.50, 000/- per annum.

2. Only the students coming under free seat category through State Counseling are eligible for scholarship.

3. Attendance of 75% of previous year of study is essential.

4. Students are eligible for free education if they are first graduate of the family .A certificate to that effect should be obtained from Revenue authorities.

5. Examination fees in full are grant to BC,MBC,DNC and PK  students. 


6. Tuition fee of Rs.180/- per annum is also granted. Book money Rs.100, special fees Rs.40. For MCA book money Rs.500, special fees Rs.200, tuition fees Rs.200. For MBA book money Rs.250, special fees Rs.75, tuition fees Rs.250.

Students belonging to SC and ST communities are granted Government of India Post Matric Scholarship subject to the following conditions by the District Adi-Dravidas and Tribal Welfare Officer, Madurai.

1. The parental income of the student should not exceed Rs.55, 000/-.

2. Only the students coming under Free Seat category through state Counseling are eligible for scholarship.

3. 75% attendance of previous year of study of the students is essential for the grant of scholarship.

4. Xth Mark sheet copy and coding sheet duly filled should be  enclosed with the application.

5. Loan scholarship of Rs.7000/- per annum is granted to students staying in college Hostel.

6. Examination fee in full is granted to students eligible for scholarship.

7. Maintenance allowance of Rs.330/- per month in the case of dayscholar and Rs.740/- per month in the case of hosteller is granted with scholarship for SC and ST students. 

8. Hostelers in urban area Rs.750 for BC. 

            Rural in urban area Rs.600 for BC. 

            MBC and DNC Rs.1400 per annum. 

National Scholarship:

This scholarship is available for all Indian citizens irrespective of the community, provided if they fulfill  the following conditions:

They should have received this scholarship in the higher secondary school where they studied last. They should have passed all the examinations held in the previous year and should not be in receipt of any other scholarship. These Students’ Parents/Guardians income should not exceed Rs.25,000 per annum. This scholarship is awarded by the Director of Collegiate Education, Chennai – 600 06.

Chief Minister Prize Award to SC/ST Students
This Scholarship will be awarded to the SC students / SC converts to Christianity, provided boys have secured 897 marks and above in the +2 public examination and girls 990 marks and above. The awarding authority of this scholarship  is the Director of Adi Dravidar and Tribal Welfare , Chennai – 600 005.

Educational scholarship to eligible candidates in the registered family of the farmers under farmer security scheme – induction issued is also available.

GENERAL NOTE

Scholarship forms are collected every year from the eligible students and the scholar ship are granted by the Special Officer in his proceeding are sent to the District authorities for reimbursement with necessary annexure and certificates.
